history. Originally built as a farmhouse in 
1587, Compton House still retains many 
features dating from this period and its later 
Georgian additions. Its beams, flagstones, oak 
floors, mullioned windows, fireplaces and oak 
doors add to the special atmosphere that has 
attracted more than 60 couples to choose 
Compton House for their wedding or 
reception over the past few years. 
 

 

One of the greatest advantages of holding a 
wedding at Compton House is the fact that the 
day before, friends of the bride and groom 
have full access to the house to make their final 
preparations. 
On the wedding day, the house is exclusively 
theirs and Patricia and Robert are there to 
make sure everything runs to plan. A leisurely 
breakfast with friends the following day is often 
the perfect ending to a fabulous wedding 
weekend.

There are no strangers wandering 
around, so everything can be tailored

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This flexibility can be seen in the many 
different types weddings that have been 
held at Compton House, from small, 
intimate weddings with no more than 20 
guests to larger marquee receptions of up 
to 110 -- the maximum number of guests 
Compton House can provide for.  
 
 
There is a choice of two licensed 
ceremony rooms in the house, which can 
accommodate up to either 34 or 50 guests 
and can be linked by video. Patricia always 
dresses the room to reflect the bride and

Patricia says she has helped to plan many 
bespoke weddings, including authentic 
Georgian weddings, Christmas weddings, 
formal black tie weddings, informal 
vintage tea party weddings - she even 
helped one bride plan her wedding 
through email from Cambodia.

Kari 
wanted it to be like a stage set, so it went 
from a ceremony room to a formal candle 
lit dining room, then to a cabaret room 
with vivid purple tablecloths, mirrored 
table centres with hundreds of candles 
and finally to a Georgian coffee shop 
where delicious homemade cakes and

Patricia is happy to recommend suppliers 
such as caterers, florists, photographers 
and entertainers, but all final decisions are 
left to the bride and groom. Patricia and 
Robert then coordinate the chosen 
suppliers to ensure seamless service on 
the wedding day. They also always ensure 
that the caterers source and use the finest 
local produce in their dishes - everything is 
homemade. 
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Manish and Emma chose to have an 
intimate wedding of around 50 guests,

The cost for the exclusive hire of Compton 
House and its grounds for a wedding 
ceremony and reception is £2,200, which 
includes help with planning and sourcing 
suppliers, a complementary room for the 
wedding night, and an arrangement of 
flowers and candles in the ceremony room.  
 
Special rates are offered for mid week and 
non marquee weddings. A marquee can be 
hired for the garden or to be attached to the 
house.  
 
Catering, hire of catering equipment and 
linen, wines and beverages are also 
additional, although Patricia goes out of her 
way to help couples minimize costs as much 
as possible. 
 
 Menu ideas and wine lists are forwarded 
upon request.  
 
A discount is given for the hire of other 
bedrooms overnight and Patricia is happy to 
source additional accommodation as needed. 
 
 
 

Either ceremony room can be hired 
should couples want to get married at 
Compton House and have their 
reception elsewhere. Due to the 
bespoke nature of Compton House 
weddings the number of weddings held 
each year is limited. Emma says holding 
her wedding at Compton House was 
worth every penny. She and Manish 
have fallen in love with the property
